Town of Groton - How to License Your Dog 
 

1. All dogs over the age of 4 months old must be licensed. 

2. Dog owners residing in the Town and Village of Groton must make application for a dog license to the 
Town Clerk. 

3. A valid rabies certificate is required.   

4. If spayed or neutered, a veterinarian’s certificate is required.  If you have   acquired an older dog 
and have no   records, a veterinarian can examine the animal and sign an affidavit as to whether it was 
spayed or neutered.  

5. Any rabies or spay/neuter forms mailed to us will be returned to you. 

6. Please make checks payable to: Groton Town Clerk 

7. When mailing, please include a self-addressed, stamped envelope. 

8. Dogs can be licensed in person during regular business hours, by mail, or for your convenience there is 
also a drop box next to the main entrance.
